Play the story video and pause at the end of each job’s
clothesline clues. Have each team discuss and write down on
their small whiteboard the job name they guess. (If some
teams don’t know the job name in English, they can write it in
Chinese.)

Use the PPT to lead Ss to read aloud the clothes and tools for
the job, as well as the job name.

Have Ss do |W0rksheet 1: Job Geaﬂ after one job is introduced.

(Ss can refer to their storybooks if necessary.)

After the 4 jobs are introduced, Tr. plays the story video again
(from the 4™ jobs onward) and have Ss read aloud the clothes
clues and the job names.

Tr. asks Ss, “What does an artist do? Do carpenter/artists in
Taiwan wear the same clothes?” Invite volunteer Ss to tell the
differences.

Have Ss discuss with their teammates about each job’s work
nature and contribution and invites volunteer Ss to share their

opinions.
